Summer Program
Position description:
The UNAVCO Master Teacher-in-Residence summer program is developing a cadre of master science teachers with knowledge about Earth science and the application of geodesy to study Earth processes. Applying user-centered design principles, our goal is to involve teachers, faculty, and UNAVCO staff to collaboratively create a suite of learning materials to be used in high-school classrooms, college-level introductory geoscience courses, and professional development workshops. 

For this year’s program, UNAVCO seeks two high school science teachers to work together to fine-tune UNAVCO’s learning materials and to create supporting materials, such as teacher guides. We would prefer teachers who have worked together; however, it is not required.

Timeframe:
You will work at UNAVCO headquarters in Boulder, Colorado in the summer for two weeks (40hr/wk). The exact dates are negotiable and will be agreed upon by the master teachers, university scientist, and UNAVCO education and outreach staff. 
Each Master teacher-in-residence is required to:

· Work with UNAVCO staff to refine and create Earth science materials for high school classrooms. 

· Pilot-test project materials in his/her classroom during the next school year. 

· Provide UNAVCO with a written report describing pilot-test experiences in implementing materials in the classroom and examples of student work. This will contribute to continual improvement of UNAVCO materials.
· Interact with UNAVCO in the future in the context of professional development activities, dissemination of curricular materials, etc.  (Specifics to be decided) 
Compensation:
· Weekly stipend of $800 for 40 hr/week
· Round trip airfare to and from Denver

· Lodging 

· Rental car for local use
· Per diem rate for meals and miscellaneous expenses
Qualifications:

· Teaching certification in Earth science or related discipline

· At least 5 years of middle and/or high school science teaching experience with 2 of those years at the high school level.
· Currently teaching at the high school level in Earth science or course with Earth science, specifically plate tectonics, as a component
· Experience using technology in curriculum development and in the classroom

· Demonstrated ability to develop classroom materials using strategies to accommodate a variety of learning styles and diverse student populations  
· Familiarity with exploring data through visualizations, spreadsheets, and graphs/ plots.
· Willingness to work cooperatively on a team with other teachers and UNAVCO staff members and to work independently and creatively
